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How Holy do I have to be? 

 “3 Who may ascend the mountain of the Lord? Who may stand in his holy place? 4 The 
one who has clean hands and a pure heart, who does not trust in an idol or swear by a 
false god.” Psalm 24:3-4 

After the end of the exam period in school, comes the wait for results, followed by the 
consequences. People ask “Am I going to University” or into the work of their choice?  

We are on earth for a time, and when it finishes, Christians believe there is more to 
experience. So, when we consider the afterlife, will I reach the grade required? Often 
people fear that they won’t be good enough. A classic example of this was when 
people would pay for indulgences which were supposed to give them a shorter time to 
burn off their sins, before entering into Heaven. 

A modern way of coping with this fear is to put it on the back burner and not consider 
it, and hope nothing will come of it. If death is indeed the end – then Hell is not to be 
feared. 

However, in the Bible we see some very human figures and yet we are told that they 
point the way for us to live lives that God will find acceptable. 

You might remember Old Testament stories of the Israelites in the wilderness being 
unable to enter the promised land until all those who had chosen to go against God 
had died, and it took forty years. 

But we also have stories of Moses, who committed murder, David who committed 
adultery, and Jeremiah, who spent much of his life in depression. All these people are 
held up as right before God. 

The thing to note is that Biblical faith is not primarily about copying moral examples of 
life. The Bible is a history of God offering His grace to people who do not deserve it. 

None of us have lived a perfect life. We have skeletons in the cupboard, dark recesses 
of our minds, secrets to try to hide. The press love to expose these secrets when they 
come to light, and some are darker than others. But nobody can claim to be right 
before God. 

The Bible teaches us the meaning of holiness. At essence it is absolute moral purity. 
God is not only perfectly good; He is the very source and standard of goodness. Being 
rooted in God, goodness does not change because God does not change. 

Being holy people means to live our lives in a way that reflects God's glory, rather than 
conforming to the ways of the world (Romans 12:1-2). It means that we need to abide 
by the rules that God laid down for us in the Bible. It takes discipline to do this and is 
not always easy. But it is more about being willing to be led by God, than succeeding 
in every task we undertake.

Below is a copy of the letter, from our church warden Charles and our minister 

Chamil, that will accompany that gift day envelope, outlining what this important 
gift day means to Mayfield and its church.   

 
Dear Parishioner, 
 
I am writing to thank you for your generosity to St John the Baptist Church over 
the past year. Many of you have given to the Church in monetary terms and many 
‘in kind’, keeping the Church functioning, clean, safe and welcoming; helping 
organise events; raising money for charity; visiting the sick and adding vitally to 
the ‘community’ of our Church. 
 
We have had a vacancy for 18 months, ever since Martin Soar retired, and you 
have supported the lay team immeasurably: congregation numbers have 
increased, and the Church is looking good. The main Quinquennial inspection 
works are complete, and our ongoing plans prioritised: work on the area of the 
left- hand vestry; work on the ‘Robey Room’ at the Church Rooms and minor work 
to the dry-stone wall. We have a plan to make access to the middle and lower 
churchyards safer with some railings funded by donations in memory of two past 
members of our community and also cushions on the pews. 
 
We have given to charities, funded the start-up of Messy Church and to enable 
this  have arranged  fund raising events.  
 
Of course, what was really missing was a vicar! There is a limit to what the lay 
team can do and Brian Leathers, our incumbent, although taking Holy Communion 
every month, has four other churches to attend…… 
 
And then came Chamil and his lovely family! Chamil arrived 4 months ago and 
has made an impact wherever he goes. He is getting used to having probably the 
largest garden in Mayfield!  
 
Chamil has added a few words to all of you: 
 
My dear Friends in Christ, 

It had been a great joy for me & Evangeline to pitch our tents among you - so to 

say, and to share in your joys and sorrows - to cry with you when you cry and to 

laugh with you when you laugh in the Divine Call of shepherding you. 



Thank you for accepting us and our children into your midst with the greatest 

investment of love, Joy and deep concern. The Greatest Gift & Resource  our 

Heavenly Father has given us, is His Presence in our lives in the Power of the 

Holy Spirit. As God with us and   within us, He is willing to walk all the way. Let 

us pool all our resources  together, and make our community a haven to all who 

dwell in it. 

 

Blessings. Chamil. 

 
The third part of this letter touches on ‘money’, not a subject for polite company 
but a necessary evil in our circumstances. Our vicarage, the pay and pensions of 
past vicars, and the shared support of our Diocesan staff, all cost in the region of 
£40,000 a year and we just about cover those expenses by fundraising; wedding 
and funeral fees, plate giving and the bank direct debit payments from you good 
people; but add to this capital works, such as Quinquennial work, and we are 
adrift by around £7,000 a year. We coped last year because we have built a 
reasonable investment portfolio to occasionally meet this sort of situation; but we 
cannot keep doing this and must therefore try our best to both cut costs by doing 
the work ourselves, and by relying on your generosity. 
 
We are most grateful to those of you who already give regularly – if you feel that 
you would be able to increase the amount you give then please contact our 
Treasurer Catherine on 07752 772715. 
 
If you would like to start giving regularly, again Catherine is the person to talk to, 
and of course this would help our finances enormously. 
 
Gift Day: Our annual Gift Day takes place in October. 
 
We have included a gift day envelope and if you would like to donate, in cash or 
by a cheque made out to ‘Mayfield Parochial Church Council’, please do so. Your 
‘deliverer’ will come and collect your gift before October 23rdth if you wish, or you 
could bring it yourself to Church on October 27th. Those who prefer direct banking, 
our sort code and account numbers are~: 20 25 85, and 20011800 (Account 
name: Mayfield Parochial Church Council).

In recent weeks, our work has focussed on finalising our bid for funding from the 
ESBC Ward Enhancement Grant programme, with special thanks to Cllr Pete

Parker and includes projects put forward by the MRA and the Memorial Hall, as 
well as the Parish Council project for village gateways.   

It is proposed to have an enhanced 
gateway approaching Middle 
Mayfield, a new gateway near 
Hanging Bridge and smaller features 
at the entrances to Upper Mayfield 
and The Terraces.  A picture of the 
proposed gateway is opposite. 

There are continuing concerns about 
the speed of traffic through the 
village and the Parish Council is 
investigating what else can be done 
to address this problem.  The 
vegetation obstucting signs on the 
A52 at Swinscoe Bank has been 
reported to the County Council. 

The Parish Council welcomes the improved bus service that we now have in 
Mayfield.  A seat, to be placed in the Ashbourne bound bus shelter, has been 
ordered and hopefully will be installed soon. 

Our next meeting will be at Mayfield Memorial Hall on Monday 7th October at 7pm 
and the agenda will be available on our website and the village noticeboards a few 
days before the meeting.

Mayfield Memorial Boards Refurbished 

 

 In 2013, John Parker, Paul Etherington, John Webb, and Adrian Parker discussed 
creating a permanent memorial to honour the men of Mayfield who sacrificed their 
lives and served in the two World Wars. They aimed to place this memorial in the 
Memorial Hall. 

The process of gathering all the names was quite lengthy. Paul Etherington took 
the lead on this task, with assistance from the rest of the group and significant 
input from Pat Smith. Eventually, all the necessary information was collected, and 
they proceeded to have the board made. Everyone who contributed to making the 
board did so at the cost of materials only. Once the board was made, Martin at 
Acres Signs and Graphics in Ashbourne offered to have all the names printed on 
the memorial board at cost, without charging for labour. 

After the memorial board was in place, Paul Etherington, John Parker, John 
Webb, and Adrian Parker organized an official ceremony for the unveiling of the 
memorial. Members from the British Legion and ex-soldiers were invited to give a 
talk on their experiences. All the names of the soldiers who sacrificed their lives 
were read out, and the last post was played. The ceremony was well-attended by 
members of the village, many of whom had relatives on the memorial who had 
been killed in action or served their country. After the ceremony, there was a 



display of artifacts and the history of the soldiers, much of which was supplied by 
Pat Smith. 

 Unfortunately, recently some of the names on the board have become difficult to 
read. Geoff Harrison and John Parker, members of Friends of Mayfield, 
volunteered to have the memorial board redone. Once again, Martin offered to do 
the printing, and he did a brilliant job of making the names stand out. This was 
paid for from £300 that the old parish council, under the chairmanship of Phill 
Cook, donated for the upkeep of the memorial board.   John Parker

Carols Recipes for October 
Hunter’s Chicken Risotto. 

 
Serves 4 
1 Onion, finely diced 
Cooking Oil 
3 Red peppers,deseededand cut into chunks 
2 skinless and boneless chicken breasts, cut into chunks 
4 unsmoked lean bacon 
2 garlic cloves, crushed 
2 tbsp tomato puree 
1 can of chopped tomatoes 
2 tbsp balsamic vinegar 
1 tbsp Worcester sauce 
200gm risotto rice 
700ml hot chicken stock, made with 1 stock cube 
Chopped flat leaf parsley. 
 
Method 
1 Coat the pan with the cooking oil put over a medium heat. Fry the onions and 
peppers for 5mins till soft. Add the chicken and bacon, fry for a further 5mins 
adding the garlic and tomato paste during the last 2 mins  
2. Add the tomatoes, vinegar, Worcester sauce and rice, and bring to a simmer, 
Start adding the stock a ladle at a time, stirring well until each ladle has been 
absorbed. Keep adding more stock until rice is tender…this will take about 
20mins. You might not need all the stock; it depends on how quickly your risotto is 
simmering. 
3. Season to taste and serve with scattered parsley on top. 
----------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------- 
I recently bought a carton of Nectarines, I was hoping they would ripen nicely but 
no they remained rock hard so thought right what happens now, the result was, 
 

       Nectarine Upside Down Cake 
 

1 tbsp soft butter 
50g light brown sugar 
4 large Nectarines sliced into wedges 
150g butter, soft 
150g granulated sugar 
225g plain flour 
1 1/2 tsp baking powder 
1 tsp bicarbonate of soda  
2 eggs 
1 tsp vanilla essence/paste  
110 ml Greek yogurt 



 
Method 
1. Preheat oven to gas3,170c/fan150c 
2. Grease and line a 20cm round springform tin, smear the 1tbsp soft butter onto 
the lined base and scatter the light brown sugar. Top with the light brown sugar. 
Top with Nectarines and set aside. 
3, Cream the butter and sugar until light and fluffy, then add the remaining 
ingredients, whisk until all combined. Pour over the nectarines and smooth over 
and bake in the middle of the oven for 1hr and 10mins or until dark golden brown 
and when the skewer comes out clean. 
 

I also scattered flaked almonds with the nectarines, I served it warm 
with ice cream for a desert and it was very nice cold. I imagine this 
recipe would also be good with apples, pears and many other 
combinations.

"Matrix" Film Star Keanu Reeves was abandoned by his father at 3 years old. He 
grew up with two different Stepfathers.
